As mentioned in our last newsletter the
availability of good quality rimu has been a
problem and will continue to be so for the
foreseeable future. There is also a strike in
Canada that is affecting the supply of cedar and
while at the present has only had a small effect,
if it continues for a lengthy period, which is
likely, then this will definitely have an
influence on the availability of stocks. The
problem is that cedar is brought in green and
requires a lengthy milling and drying process,
so hopefully the strike will be resolved in the
short term and supply will not be curtailed.
